AllData NI Batch_v7b

MANUAL PROCESSING
We’ve released the latest update to AllData NI Batch, version 7b. This step addresses the “manual processing” method for “Daily Play”.


Manual processing enables you to manually override AllData’s auto-paceline selections, allowing you to manually select the pacelines you want, for 1 or more horses in each race, for each card you want to play. It also allows you to manually scratch horses before sending them to AllDataBase.


This version also allows you to manually process a card, then load another card, manually process it, add another card, etc., and when all your cards are manually processed, save them all to the ZZDaily file, for importing into AllDataBase. Prior to this version you had to process a card, save it, import it into AllDatabase, then go back to the batch program, load the next card, process it, save it, and import it into AllDataBase, etc., etc., etc.. This new version allows all the cards to be processed before saving them, all, for import into the database. Much better!
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In the above screenshot notice that 2 new buttons have been added named: “Recent Date Card Sort” and “Sort Results?”. By clicking the “Recent Date Card Sort” button your most recent race cards will be listed at the top of your “Race Cards” list, allowing you to more easily “batch process” your most recent cards. It also aids you in finding your most recent cards for “manual processing”, instead of running them in batch mode. The “Sort Results?” button does the same thing in your “Results Files” list, bringing your most recent results files up to the top of the list. To return them to their original order just click “List Cards” and “List Results” again.

The above screenshot shows the 2 lists before clicking the “Recent Date Card Sort” or “Sort Results?” buttons.

The screenshot below shows the listings, after clicking both of those buttons. You will notice the change in the cards and results order:
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Notice that the cards and results listings are now in “descending” order, by date. So if I wanted to batch process Houston for the 26th and 27th, I would just enter 1 for my starting card number and 2 for my ending card number.

For manual mode I just want to process 1 card at a time, the most recent one, so I can enter 1 for the starting card number and 1 for the ending card number, which means only card #1, “HOU1227.mcp”, will be loaded when I click “RUN DATA”. Also notice that I am NOT in “Batch Process” mode, because I’m only processing 1 card and I want to process each race individually, selecting my own pacelines and scratching horses that either have already been scratched or horses that I don’t want to go to the “Summaries” views or to the database.
Next I simply click “RUN DATA” to load the card I have selected. After the timer appears click “OK”, then click “Go To AllData”.
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Now that we have the card loaded, click “Race 1”.
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The above screenshot shows the “Past Performances” view, for Race 1. Now scroll to the right side of this view, as shown in the next screenshot:
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In the above screenshot you can see where you manually scratch horses, by typing any character in the box below “Scratch Horse”, and also where you can manually override the “auto-paceline selection” method, by typing any character in the “Manual Override” column, on the same row as the paceline you want to use.


After you have picked your pacelines, for those horses that you disagreed with the “auto-paceline selection” method, and after you have scratched any horses you wish, you are ready to save the race, to the holding area, for later import into AllDataBase.

Note you have to do the following steps for every race on the card, when processing in “manual mode”.

“CURRENT RACE” shows the race you are currently working on. “RACES SAVED TO DATABASE” lists all races that you have “manually processed” so far (in this case we have not processed any races yet so there is nothing listed in that column. “RACES ON CURRENT CARD” shows the total number of races on the current card. If, after processing this card, you want to process another card before sending them to the “ZZDAILY.xls” file, for import into AllDataBase, you would simply go back to sheet “Main” and load another card and proceed as before.


The “Erase Database” button clears any previously saved races. So, each time you begin a new “manual processing” session, you can click the “Erase Database” button so only these new cards will be saved to the “ZZDAILY” file. If you are processing more than 1 new card only click “Erase Database” before the 1st race, on the 1st card, is saved, do not click it again until the next day or the next “manual processing” session. So, we only “Erase Database” once each day, or “daily processing” session. This allows you to process more than 1 card and save and import them all at one time.

The “Save To Database” button saves the “Current Race” to the holding area. The ”New Race” button takes you back to the “Race Selection” area so you can click the next “Race_” button to load the next race.
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The above screenshot shows that I have just clicked the “Save To Database” button, there are 3 races that have been saved to the holding area, in this session, so far.


After you have gone through and selected pacelines and scratched horses and saved each race to the holding area, for every race on the current card, you can either go back to sheet “Main” and load another card, and repeat the steps for manual processing, or if you are done with your manual processing session, you can go to sheet “Main” and click the “OUTPUT” button, which will copy all the races, for all the cards, in this session, you have just saved, and paste them all in the “ZZDAILY.xls” file. Then you can close AllData NI Batch and open AllDataBase and “IMPORT DAILY” to import the newly created “ZZDAILY.xls” file. Then follow the “Daily Play” instructions in the “Step 3” help document.

Note: The “OUTPUT” button in AllData NI Batch, “Main” sheet, is a dual purpose button. It will populate the “ZZOUTPUT.xls” file when you have processed results files along with your cards, as in “Batch mode”, or, it will populate the “ZZDAILY.xls” file when no results files are processed, as in manual processing for “Daily Play”, as I have just discussed.


That’s all there is to running in “manual processing” mode for “Daily Play”.

Next we’ll discuss the latest update to AllDataBase, which will be released shortly, and includes an easier way to enter “late” scratches, while in “Daily Play” mode, meaning that, to scratch a horse in just 1 race you don’t have to re-process every race on the card, only the race with the late scratch. This will save a lot of valuable time, just before post time, when you’re trying to decide on wagering and trying to get your wager placed.
